s Average age of entry by a child
prostitute: 13

s Life expectancy after becoming a
prostitute: 7 years

s Stormy Nights revealed 20% of
prostitutes were juveniles

= High percentage of prostitutes recruited
as juveniles

numbers, date of birth, addresses

s Demographics of Victims
e Black, White, Native American, Hispanic

Continuum of Victimization

s Dr. Melissa Farley of Prostitution Research and
Education conducted interviews with 130
people working as prostitutes in San
Francisco.

s Findings:
e 83% have been threatened with a weapon
e 82% have been physically assaulted
e 68% have been raped
e 59% have been raped 4 or more times
e 8490 reported past or current homelessness

e 49% reported that pornography was made of them
In prostitution

e /5% have a drug abuse problem

e 50% now have a physical health problem
e 57% were sexually abused as children

e 88% want to leave prostitution

her to the street

Successful Prosecutions (cont.)

= Wayne Robert Banks

e Pimped out a 15 and 17 year old.
e Charged with 1591 and 2421

eSentenced to 40 years




Major Cases Providing Intel

s Oklahoma City “Stormy Nights”

e Approximately 20% of identified
prostitutes were juveniles

e O federal iIndictments & 7 state
Indictments

= 8 of 9 federal defendants pled guilty

e On 01/11/05 defendant was charged with
1591
